In a society which is                                 
consistently becoming indifferent to political, economical and environmental changes, in the tenth                       
edition of the festival, Anibar treated hopes and fears to inspire action and promote civic activism                               
through arts.

Film program 
 
This edition we received 1223 film submissions in competition program. From them, the respective                           
number of films were selected for competition program: 22 films in International Competition, 36                           
films in Student Competition, 16 films in Animated Music Video Competition, 10 films in Balkan                             
Competition and 3 films in Feature Competition. Whereas, Panorama out of Competition program                         
contained 5 films and Kids and Teen program contained 65 shorts and 3 feature films. The film                                 
program was screened in five cinemas, two indoor: Jusuf Gervalla and Istref Begolli and three                             
outdoor cinemas: Lake Cinema, Cubes Cinema and Urban Cinema
